Pierwsza rzecza, o ktérej trzeba pamietaé podczas tworzenia nagrania, jest kwestia starannego ustawienia poziomu gto$nosci;
nie trzeba ustawiac nagrania zbyt gto$no — lepiej ustawi¢ poziom nizszy niz wyzszy.
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A po nagraniu tego co chcesz, mozesz znormalizowa¢ nagranie tak, aby program automatycznie ustawiat odpowiednia
gtoénoé¢ na ptycie, bez zadnego niebezpieczenstwa, ze cze$¢ dzwieku zostanie przesterowana.
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Teraz poziom gtosnosci nagranego segmentu jest poprawny. Jest to lepszy sposéb na upewnienie sie, ze wykonane nagranie
nie jest przesterowane, a wiec, poczatkowo trzeba zastosowal ustawienia niskie (Low), a nastepnie pozwoli¢ audacity na
dostosowanie poziomu gtosnosci we wtasnym zakresie.
